Cleaning

Interior & Painted Exterior — Using a soft cloth or sponge, clean the
interior and painted exterior of the mailbox with liquid soap,
detergent, or diluted water-soluble household cleaners. Completely
remove residue of any cleaning products with water, and thoroughly
dry with a clean cloth or paper towel.

Cast Brass Mail Flap — The mail lap may be cleaned as indicated
above. DO NOT use abrasive materials on pdished cast brass
surfaces.
